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The Wayne County Family and Children First Council, Public Policy Committee offers the following over arching themes for better use of existing funds and ask that our legislatures take these into consideration when reviewing the FY 13 budget and considering legislation:

· Local programs and services are interdependent; when one service becomes compromised so does the ability of other agencies to meet community needs and provide mandated services.
· Local departments are working at capacity, and cannot take on other unfunded programs or initiatives without compromising existing programs.

· Local departments and agencies need regulatory relief

· Local departments require flexible guidelines that allow funds to used to meet local needs, based on local assessments
· Local collaboratives should be supported with state level collaboration
